SLOVENIA
· While we took note of a number of steps and measures in the area of combating violence against women, the violence is still present in the rural areas. We would be interested to learn about your measures to eliminate violence against women in rural areas.
· We took note in your national report that the national strategy to prevent gender-based violence was completed. Could you elaborate more on the elements of that strategy?
BELGIUM 
· Belgium welcomes the establishment of a Truth Commission by the Bolivian government in August  2017, to investigate serious human rights violations that took place between 1964 and 1982. Truth and reconciliation go hand in hand with accountability. Which (criminal) accountability mechanisms has the government foreseen once the Truth Commission publishes its findings?
· Which concrete measures is the government of Bolivia taking to protect the environmental rights of those communities who depend on natural reserves, wildlife areas and water resources? What measures are taken to assess the human rights impact of economic development and road construction works in the “Territorio Indígena y Parque Nacional Isiboro Secure (TIPNIS)?
· Which concrete measures has the government of Bolivia taken since the last UPR in October 2014 to ensure effective access to justice for victims of gender based violence?
· The Committee on the Elimination of Discrimination against Women expressed its concerns about exploitation of women and girls in domestic work. What measures is the government of Bolivia taking to ensure that women and girls have access to effective remedies to file complaints about abusive conduct and exploitation by their employers?
LIECHTENSTEIN
· Liechtenstein recognizes Bolivia’s commitment to international criminal justice, as evidenced by its ratification of the Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court (ICC).
· What steps has Bolivia taken to ratify the Kampala Amendments to the Rome Statute on the crime of aggression?

· What practical steps does Bolivia plan to take to strengthen the role of the Plurinational Service for Women and Elimination of the Patriarchy in addressing violence against women?
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
