ADVANCE QUESTIONS TO THE ISLAMIC REPUBLIC OF IRAN (SECOND BATCH)
BELGIUM
· Does the government of Iran intend to respond positively to the outstanding request for visits of several special rapporteurs considering the standing invitation issued to all thematic mandate holders in 2002? Have dates been set for these visits?
· Is the government of Iran considering ratifying the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women, the Convention against Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment, and the International Convention on the Protection of All Persons from Enforced Disappearances?
· How many individuals are currently on death row? How many individuals have been sentenced to death and/or executed since the previous UPR? How many of those sentenced to death were minors at the time of committing the offence? Which measures has the government of Iran taken to ensure respect for article 37 of the Convention on the Rights of the Child prohibiting capital punishment for juvenile offenders?
· What steps has the government of Iran taken to address the concerns of the  Committee on the Rights of the Child about the persistent discrimination against girls in the State’s legislation, and in practice in many aspects of life, such as the discriminatory treatment of girls in family relations, the criminal justice system, property rights, and compensation for physical injury?
· Is the government of Iran planning to disclose the truth regarding the ongoing enforced disappearances resulting from the secret extrajudicial executions of political dissidents in 1988, including the number and identities of those killed, the date, location, cause and circumstances of each disappearance and extrajudicial execution, and the location of their remains, and facilitate the return of the remains to family members?
LIECHTENSTEIN
· What steps has Iran taken to ratify the Rome Statute in its 2010 version?
· Several Special Mandate Holders raised concerns that, between July and August 1988, the Iranian authorities summarily executed up to 5000 political prisoners following charges of moharebeh (“enemity against God”) and apostasy. What steps has Iran taken to investigate the extrajudicial killings of 1988, and to bring perpetrators, including current officials of Iran, to justice?
· What steps has Iran taken to guarantee the right to truth, justice and reparation to the families of those extra-judicially executed during the summer of 1988?
· What steps has Iran taken towards the abolition of the death penalty?
GERMANY
· We welcome the nationality draft law that would allow women to pass down their nationality to their children. Could the Government of Iran please provide an update on the current status of the draft law? Will the law be applied retroactively?

· We welcome that Iran allowed women to be present in the station during the FIFA World Cup qualifying match in Tehran. Why are women not allowed to attend matches in the Iranian League?
AUSTRALIA 

· Australia requests an update on the process of reviewing the sentences of those convicted of capital drug crimes which no longer attract the death penalty, including statistics of how many individuals have had their penalties reduced, and how many have not yet been re-sentenced.
· Australia requests an update on the status and content of the proposed law on violence against women, including information on the degree of protection for women provided by the current draft.
· Australia welcomes Judiciary Chief Raeisi’s announcement in August 2019 to review Article 48 of Iran’s Criminal Procedure Code, which requires those accused of serious offences to choose a lawyer from a pre-approved list. Australia requests an update on the progress of this review, including steps planned to remove ‘Note to Article 48’.
SWITZERLAND
· Woman) Human rights / environment defenders, lawyers and journalists: Switzerland remains concerned about the numerous detention of lawyers, human rights and environmental defenders and journalists in Iran and the charges they are facing solely for exercising their professions. Which measures will Iran take to ensure that every person arrested is having a fair trial including an access to an independent lawyer of their own choosing during the investigation phase, in accordance with international law? 

· Child, early and forced marriages: Switzerland, concerned by the high number of child, early and forced marriages in Iran, specifically affecting girls, welcomes the project to revise the Iranian Civil code on the marriage age introduced to the parliament in November 2018. As Iran has committed to eliminate child, early and forced marriage by 2030 in line with target 5.3 of the Sustainable Development Goals and is party to the CRC, how can the government adopt and apply this new legislation to end this practice? 

· Corporal punishments: Switzerland is opposed to corporal punishments, which it considers cruel. Iran observes a moratorium on stoning. Does Iran envisage advancing towards a moratorium on other corporal punishments, such as flogging?

· Women‘s empowerment and Gender equality: Switzerland welcomes the recent opening of the formerly closed stadiums, which allowed Iranian women to participate in important public life events such as soccer games. How will Iran continue its efforts to achieve full equality between men and women, and which additional measures are planned to further empowering women in Iran? 

· Geneva Conventions: Switzerland is convinced that the ratification of international humanitarian law treaties can greatly improve the legal protection of victims of armed conflict Does Iran consider ratifying the Additional Protocols to the Geneva Conventions? 

· Freedom of expression and association:  Growing restrictions on freedoms of expression and association including in the Iranian population’s private sphere have been recently observed. This threats peoples’ fundamental freedoms and negatively affects rights of individuals and groups, including organizing cultural activities and exchanges within the country and at international level. How does Iran intend to promote and ensure fundamental freedoms and rights as stipulated in the Citizens’ Rights Charter that has been launched by the end of 2016?

· Equal rights: There are reports of increasing economic and administrative corruption in Iran. How does Iran intend to limit corruption and ensure everyone equal right to education, employment, health?
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
