ADVANCE QUESTIONS TO THE ISLAMIC REPUBLIC OF IRAN (THIRD BATCH)
UNITED STATES OF AMERICA
· Given widespread reporting that the so-called “revolutionary courts” do not respect fair trial guarantees, will Iran commit to ensuring all individuals, including those in detention and those who have been charged with crimes, are afforded fair trial guarantees, including to be informed promptly and in detail in a language they understand of the nature and cause of the charge, to be tried without undue delay, and to have access to counsel of their own choosing?
· Will Iran stop arresting lawyers, human rights defenders, labor activists, ethnic and religious minority activists, and others engaged in peaceful civic activities, and additionally stop charging them with national security crimes?
· Will Iran commit to ensuring the full equality of women, to include: ensuring full equality with men in matters of marriage, divorce, custody of children, citizenship, inheritance and freedom of movement; remove legal prohibitions on women’s dress to allow for full freedom of expression; and allow women full access to the job market, lift restrictions on female attendance at public events such as, but not limited to, soccer matches; and remove other legal impediments to women’s full equality in Iranian society?   
· Noting the clear gender discrimination and the fact that Iran has cracked down on women entering stadiums through arresting and prosecuting women who do not comply with a longstanding ban on their attendance at sporting events, will Iran commit to eliminating all restrictions on female attendance at sporting events?
· Noting our continued concern that the Iranian government harasses and restricts the human rights of members of recognized and unrecognized religious minority groups, including the Baha’i community, will Iran commit to protecting the right to freedom of religion or belief of all Iranians, including individuals who are members of religious groups not recognized by the government, and to protect members of all religious minority groups from official and societal harassment and discrimination? 
· Given NGOs reported that authorities arrested nearly 150 Christians, many of them converts, over the course of one month in late 2018, will Iran commit to allowing all people, including converts from Islam to other religions, to practice their beliefs in peace and stop charging them with crimes against the state for doing so?
· Will Iran commit to ending the death penalty and other criminal sanctions for consensual same-sex sexual activity, end state-sanctioned violence and harassment by security forces against LGBTI individuals, including the use of forced anal examinations; and end the practice of coerced sexual reassignment surgery on LGBTI individuals who are seen as non-gender conforming?  
· Noting our serious concern that under Iranian law, girls aged nine and above and boys aged 15 and above are eligible to be sentenced to death, will Iran commit to ending executions of children and individuals who were younger than 18 at the time of the offense?
· Will Iran commit to allowing independent monitoring of conditions and treatment in detention facilities to prevent the use of torture and custodial deaths, including at Evin Prison, Rajai Shahr Prison, Garchak Prison, and the Greater Tehran Penitentiary?  
· Will Iran commit to allowing the Special Rapporteur on the situation of human rights in the Islamic Republic of Iran and all other Special Procedures mandate holders to visit Iran?
· Will Iran commit to ceasing the recruitment and use of child soldiers in Iranian-led militias operating in Syria, and will it cease provision of financial support to militias fighting in armed conflicts in the region that recruit and use child soldiers?
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
