SLOVENIA
· Does the Italian Government envisage a legislative reform regarding corporal punishment of children in all settings as a follow-up of the Supreme Court judgment?
UNITED STATES OF AMERICA 

· Migrants and asylum seekers present in Italy are vulnerable to exploitation and trafficking.  Although Italian legal protections for migrant populations are robust, NGOs and the Council of Europe’s Group of Experts on Action against Trafficking in Human Beings (GRETA) report that migrant vulnerability has increased over the past few years and many trafficking victims go unidentified.  New “security decrees” passed in 2018 and 2019 have restricted humanitarian protection and migrant access to social services, although the new government and the courts are reassessing that legislation.  What further steps will the Italian government take to ensure that migrants and asylum seekers on Italian territory are fully protected from exploitation?
BELGIUM
· Is the government of Italy considering to recognize the competence of the Committee on Enforced Disappearances to receive and consider communications under article 31 and 32 of the Committee on enforced Disappearances and to recognize the competence of the Committee on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights under art. 11 of the Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights?
· Will the government of Italy increase its efforts to combat discrimination against the Roma community and to ensure their access to employment, education, adequate housing and basic services and to facilitate their integration into society?
· Which measures will the government of Italy take to address the concerns of the  CEDAW-, CAT- and CESCR- committees regarding the high prevalence of gender-based violence against women and girls, and the underreporting and low prosecution and conviction rates for such crimes? 
· Given the establishment in 2018 of the advisory LGBTI National Working Group, aiming to promote a public debate on the elaboration of an operational NAP on LGBTI people’s rights, could the government of Italy give an assessment of the state of play in this respect? 
· Will the government of Italy relaunch a comprehensive strategy to promote the rights of LGBTI people based on the results of the national strategy 2013-2015 of the National Office Against Racial Discrimination? 
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
