ADVANCE QUESTIONS TO SLOVENIA (SECOND BATCH)

· Despite the country’s well-developed and comprehensive legal framework for identifying and combating corruption, critics asserted implementation and prosecution efforts remained inadequate.  Civil society groups claimed conflicts of interest and a failure to report outside activities, bribes, and lack of governmental transparency persisted throughout the country’s political and economic spheres, particularly in the fields of energy, construction, urban planning, health care, and state-owned enterprises.  What steps is the government planning to more effectively investigate and prosecute allegations of corruption?
· Although some heirs of Holocaust victims may seek restitution of confiscated property through existing laws and mechanisms, NGOs and advocacy groups reported the government did not make significant progress on the resolution of Holocaust-era claims.  Following the results of the joint Ministry of Justice-World Jewish Restitution Organization study to evaluate the current values of heirless formerly Jewish-owned property in Slovenia, what steps does Slovenia plan to take to address Holocaust-era restitution issues?
· Jewish and Muslim communities have expressed frustration about restrictions on ritual slaughter.  What is the government planning to do in light of the European Court of Justice decision allowing ritual slaughter in approved slaughterhouses? 
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
